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GROWING

ORGANICALLY

Every winter master gardeners retake classes to refresh our memo-
ries and expand our knowledge. One class covers Integrated Pest
Management, which is defined by the Environmental Protection
Agency as: “an effective and environmentally sensitive approach
to pest management that relies on a combination of common
sense practices. IPM programs use current, comprehensive in-
formation on the life cycle of pests and their interaction with
the environment.”

The goal of IPM is to manage pest damage by the most economical

means, and with the least possible hazard to people, property or

the environment. The EPA allows chemical pesticides but organic
gardeners can use the same concepts but substitute organic pes-
ticides. The four steps of IPM include:

1) Prevention: select pest resistant and discase-resistant vari-
eties; rotate vegetable crops; plant pest-free rootstock, i.c.
virus-free roses.

2) Action threshold: sighting a pest or two does not mean take
action. Daily monitoring allows appropriate decisions before
pests do significant damage.

3) Monitor and identify: Many insects are beneficial; i.e. Lady-
bugs and Lacewings.

Proper identification is essential so that the correct pesticide
is used, and only when needed. Your county extension agent
and master gardeners are great resources for this.

4) Control: once a pest is identified and is causing damage, the
least risky method is used; i.e. pheromones to disrupt mat-
ing or traps. If these controls are not enough, targeted spray

ing is employed.

Using this program is effective and safe for us, our families and
the environment that we all share. The fewer chemicals we use,
the healthier we all are. IPM is a sensible, practical and effective
way to garden. Start with healthy soil and healthy plants, moni-
tor frequently, learn to identify your good and bad bugs, and use
safe controls judiciously. We will all be safer for it and have better
gardens. Gardening should be fun and safe!

Remember to start with healthy soil, which supports healthy
growth of plants. With few exceptions, nothing is more important
than well-drained soil rich with humus, which nourishes and
supports growth. Compost is the key ingredient when planting
almost any plant. The correct amount of sun, water and fertilizer
are also important. Many insects and diseases are drawn to plants
stressed by environmental factors like too much or too little fertil-
izer, soggy soil, and too much or not enough sunlight. Insects or
disease seldom bother healthy plants unless a particular plant is
prone to problems, like black spot on roses. Questions? Email me

On Tuesday, March 8, the Oregonian carried a front page article about
the large number of Washington County citizens who feel that their voices
are not being heard by county officials and staff members.

The Bethany Boulevard project is a perfect illustration of the failure of
citizens to be heard. The first open house drew well over 350 citizens —a
record for a transportation project open house. Staff ran out of comment
cards and sign-in materials because of the large turnout. At that Open
House a majority voiced objections to a five lane road. When Focus Group
members were recruited, there was again an unprecedented response.
Later, so many citizens turned up at Focus Group proceedings and make
comments that a larger room had to be found to accommodate the crowds
of from 50 — 75 citizens who attended each one. At the December Focus
Group meeting, members were asked to indicate their preference among
the 4 plans county planners had presented. A majority of Focus Group
members chose the 3 lane option as their first choice. At the most recent
Open House held January 27, hundreds of citizens turned out once more.
Nearly 87% supported the 3 lane option; all three of the remaining op-
tions received no more than 4 — 7% in support.

The plan that was submitted to Washington County commissioners was
not one of the four designs presented to the public at any Open House
or Focus Group. It was not reviewed by the Focus Group and it was not
offered to the public for comment at any time. This is very troubling and
subverts the entire public process.

The design presented by county staff is a 5 lane design that is very
cynically labeled a 4 lane design. The design shows five lanes for 80%
of its length and four lanes for just 20% of its length.

The citizens of Washington County diligently followed the process with
respect and civility and many of us feel deeply betrayed by county staff
that was determined to ram through a 5 lane road in spite of what
citizens clearly said they wanted. The entire process was a sham. It's
no wonder so many citizens in Washington County feel that their voices
are not being heard.
