Our family moved to Oak Hills in 1989. Our first home backed up to what
was then 158", now Bethany Boulevard. It was a short and narrow piece
of road that ended at West Union Road at its north end and ended at
Bronson Road at its south end. There was a dairy farm on the property
across from our house. When we looked out at the dairy cows grazing
in the field, we knew it was just a matter of time before the field became
homes, but we had no idea that what seemed like a country lane would
soon become major freeway access and would be extended north to
allow the explosion of development north of West Union Road. We were
stunned when we learned that the county planned to expand the road up
to 5 — 6 lanes. Using the figures supplied by the county, it was apparent
that we would lose at least 6 feet from our backyard, putting five lanes
of traffic just barely beyond our back deck. | have talked to countless
county employees and elected officials over the past 20 years, express-
ing dismay and opposition to a five lane Bethany Boulevard expansion.

Bethany Boulevard needs improvement. The car lanes are too narrow;
there is no shoulder, no improved sidewalks and no bike lanes. It's not
safe for drivers, cyclists or pedestrians. But why a five -ane “highway” is
needed in the middle of an exclusively residential neighborhood escapes
me. A three-lane road with the pedestrian and cycling improvements would
improve safety and ease much of the traffic congestion that occurs when
traffic backs up behind a car making a left hand turn.

Most baffling about the proposed five-lane expansion is that it will do
nothing to improve the worst congestion - which occurs at its north and
south ends. At the north end, two lanes of northbound traffic will funnel
into just one lane north of West Union, resulting in the same backup at
that intersection. The identical problem occurs at the south end where
Bethany Blvd. leads to the Hwy 26 overpass and on/off ramps. Two lanes
of southbound traffic will funnel into a single lane onto the overpass, again
resulting in the same congestion at that point. Officials agree that the
state does not have the money to widen the overpass bridge and given
that there doesn’t appear to be enough state money to repair dangerous
bridges around the state, it's unlikely this bridge will be replaced any
time in the foreseeable future.

A five-lane project will not solve the traffic backups, but it will almost
certainly mean that sixteen homeowners in Oak Hills will lose a portion
of their backyards. The county will have to purchase the land, but they
will not reimburse homeowners for the resulting loss of property value.
Homes bordering Bethany Boulevard are already harder to sell than
other homes in Oak Hills. What will happen to the value of their proper-
ties when five lanes of traffic are 6 feet or more closer to their kitchen
and bedroom windows?

If sixteen homes in Oak Hills face substantial loss in property value, it will
have an effect on the entire neighborhood. Drastically lowered property
values tend to “bleed” onto nearby homes and streets. It can be as-
sumed that some owners, unable to sell at any price, will move out and
turn homes into low-cost rentals. What will happen to the integrity of Oak
Hills if we have a permanent low rent district along our western edge?

There are other negative impacts of a five-lane expansion of Bethany
Boulevard. TriMet has already rerouted one of its bus lines because it
was so difficult to make a left turn onto Bethany Blvd, crossing just three
lanes. How will school buses and residents make a left turn when five lanes
of traffic must be crossed? Bethany Blvd divides the Oak Hills Elementary
school attendance area. It is dangerous for children to cross there now.
One child was hit by a car at that intersection and luckily suffered only
a broken leg. How sad those children without a parent to drive them
across will not be able to visit friends on the opposite side of Bethany.

A five-lane thoroughfare is suitable in business districts. Cedar Hills
Boulevard is five lanes. 185" is five lanes (six in some areas). Cornell
Road in the Streets of Tanasbourne area is five lanes. A five-lane highway
does not belong in an exclusively residential area.

When asked, county officials state that a five-lane road is needed to
move the larger volume of traffic that will be generated by the eventual
development of the North Bethanhy area. This parcel was added to the
urban boundary by our regional government, Metro. Ironically, part of
Metro's mission, as stated on their website is “to preserve and enhance
the region's quality of life." Oak Hills families should not have to lose
their quality of life so that potential residents of the North Bethany area
receive the "enhancement" of getting to the freeway seconds faster.

A three-lane project makes more sense. A middle turn lane will ease
much of the congestion. Wider driving lanes, sidewalks, bike lanes and
upgraded lighting will all contribute to improved safety. Scaling back the
project from five to three lanes would also save a considerable amount of
money for the county. A three-lane project will be cheaper to construct,
and will not require right of way acquisition. History has shown that
when property owners object to right of way purchases, lawsuits are
sure to follow. DLUT can avoid legal costs and right of way expenditures
by scaling back the project from five to three lanes.

Washington County has many pressing transportation projects on the
waiting list. The waiting list is long and the funds available are limited. The
money saved by scaling back the Bethanhy Boulevard project from five to
three lanes could be applied to one or more of the county's other projects.

The county should amend its plans. Bethany Boulevard should be widened
to three and not five lanes.

All Oak Hills residents have a stake in the outcome of this project. |
encourage you to attend the open house, and express your views with

county DLUT officials and other county officials.

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GROWING

ORGANICALLY

As the earth turns and tilts, we once again are passed the winter
solstice and the days grow longer. In the midst of winter we can
look forward to more daylight and the promise of the coming
spring. The Camellia sasanqua by our front window is protected
enough that its blossoms escaped freezing during the December
cold snap. Our cat loves to sit by the window and watch the
hummingbirds dance from flower to flower. The week of below
freezing temperatures in mid December took a toll on the garden.
Most of the flowers and many buds on the camellia in the back
garden froze. It was a shame to lose them, as the hummingbirds
love the nectar, which provides a source of winter nourishment.
Soon we will see the leaves of the first crocus emerge from the
ground. What a joy to witness the growth of lovely little blooms.
Look for them as you walk in the neighborhood.

Ourdoor air holds little moisture when the temperature drops
below freezing. It is easy to forget to water our potted plants when
we are distracted by indoor activities. Containers need attention

periodically if the plants are to survive. Water plants if weather has
been cold and dry. During rainy periods, check for standing water
in saucers under plants. Roots will rot if they are sitting in water.

If you chose to have a live Christmas tree this year it cannot stay
indoors too long without damage; two weeks is maximum. Our
homes are kept cozy and warm by furnaces and fireplaces that
reduce the humidity inside and this is not healthy for plants. It is
best to remove the decorations from the tree after a week, water
it well and place outside where you can enjoy it’s beauty until the
ground thaws. If we are gifted with a mild weather spell, the tree
can be planted then. Choose a spot where it won’t be crowded
but can expand comfortably. Sun, water and good drainage are all
essential if the tree is to reach its full potential. Dig the planting
hole about eight inches wider than the root ball and no deeper
than the top of it. Water well and firm soil around the tree. If
planted in an open area where the wind can blow strongly, you
may want to stake the tree. Be sure to protect the bark if you do.
In years to come you will have a fine addition to your garden.

The Green Scene

Most of us use batteries on a frequent basis each and every
day. There are batteries in your car, cell phone, laptop, remote
control, clocks, watches, cordless phones, hearing aids, toys, cam-
eras, flash lights, smoke detectors and more! But did you realize
that almost all of these batteries contain heavy toxic metals? Did
you know that California has designated all batteries as hazardous
waste and now requires that all batteries be taken to a hazardous
household waste facility?

When batteries are thrown away and end up in the landfill, their
casings eventually erode, and toxic heavy metals can leach into
the groundwater. Due to this process, houschold batteries are a
significant source of contaminants such as mercury, lead, cad-
mium, chromium and silver. However, when batteries are recycled
instead of thrown away, the harmful metals can be separated and
reused for other industrial purposes. Not only does recycling
batteries reduce the contaminants in our groundwater, but it
also reduces the raw material demand for these metals.

Batteries cannot be put out with curbside recycling. To help make
recycling batteries easier. there will be a battery collection event
on Sunday, Jan 24th from 2-4 pm at the Rec Center. We will col-
lect all types of used batteries from Oak Hills residents and then
take them to Metro’s hazardous waste facility. Depending on the
turnout, we are considering making this a regular event, so please
hold onto your used batteries and stop by!
